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Meals and Food
Here are some options for eating at the conference.
Restaurants and Fast Food
· There are many restaurants and fast food places within walking distance of the Hilton. A ten-minute walk will take you to pizza, tacos, sandwiches, etc. A twenty-minute walk will take you to the heart of Downtown Disney with Rainforest Café, ESPN Zone, House of Blues and so much more!
· There are also three restaurants in the Hilton. Two are upscale and one is a café. All are fairly pricey.

Other Ideas
· Some groups are packing a suitcase full of breakfast items: granola bars, bagels, juice boxes, etc. These can be distributed to your students on site.
· Target is just a mile away from the conference center. You could pick up a cheap foam ice chest (or bring one) and fill it with ice at the hotel for keeping drinks cold.

· Order pizza delivered to your room for dinner. Make sure you allow plenty of time so you are not late for a meeting.

· Use Sunday’s free time to go to Downtown Disney and eat together. Meals range from $10-20 on the average and the atmosphere is very festive. Caution: many of the restaurants have long waiting lines around the supper hour; consider going in the afternoon and then sightseeing after you eat.
